As a school staff over the last week we have had conversations and developed strategies to refocus our teaching emphasis on the
most @t riskdstudents in Literacy and/or Numeracy.

These students include those at the lower end of the learning
spectrum and the upper end. This term our Literacy and Numeracy blocks, the support provided by our teacher aides and our
Learning Support staff are focused on supporting our teachers to support these students. Teachers have developed specific
strategies that will be used in these blocks of time to improve learning for all students.

We need you to have your students at school on time so that the Literacy teaching and learning may begin punctually. By arriving
at school late, lessons and concentration are disturbed. Late students often feel embarrassed or out of step with the rest of the

The bell rings for the start of school at 8.45am. Children move to class and rolls are marked at 8.55am. Any arrival after that time
is considered to be late and students should obtain a late slip from the office. Teaching begins at 9.00am. School concludes at
3.00pm.

Each night children need to complete some home reading and there have been many previous articles about how you can assist
your child with reading. Reading with an adult, reading for an adult or having an adult model that reading is good practice is critical
to your child developing a love of reading. If you need assistance with how to do this please check with your teacher in the first
instance or peruse previous newsletters.

Each week students are given homework; older students are given assignments and projects to complete. Your regular checking
and monitoring of these will be helpful in developing positive organizational habits in your child. Copies of assignments and projects
are regularly posted on the school website for your information. When your children know that you view homework as important
they will respond accordingly. Homework is not for you to do but it keeps you informed of what has been happening in class and
what your child needs to focus on to improve their learning.

As a school committed to quality teaching and learning, the administration and teaching staff work tirelessly for your children. We
believe in what we do, we are passionate about what we do and we regularly update our knowledge so that we can do our jobs
better.

I would like to conclude this section of the newsletter with part of an article | read this week by President Barack Obama.

Parents, we can't tell our kids to do well in school and then fail to support them when they get home. You can't just contract out
parenting.

Thinking About our Thinking (Metacognition)

Occurring in the neocortex, metacognition is our ability to know what we know and what we don't know. It is our ability to plan a
strategy for producing what information is needed, to be conscious of our own steps and strategies during the act of problem
solving, and to reflect on and evaluate the productiveness of our own thinking. Probably the major components of metacognition are
developing a plan of action, maintaining that plan in mind over a period of time, then reflecting back on and evaluating the plan
upon its completion.

We want our students to be curious; to commune with the world around them; to reflect on the changing formations of a cloud; feel
charmed by the opening of a bud; sense the logical simplicity of mathematical order.

CHAPLAINCY NEWS

Emotional Resilience means knowing how to stay calm and being able to stop yourself from getting extremely angry, down or
worried when something fibadd happens. I't means being abl es
being able to control your behaviour when you are very upset so that you bounce back from difficulty and return to work or play.
Emotional resilience is being increasingly studied by child development experts as a factor in the control of mental health and
school success.

Many young people who get depressed or anxious or very angry have a tendency to put themselves down. When difficult or
threatening circumstances occur (no one wanting to play with them, not reading as well as others, not being selected for a sporting
team, having a break-up with a friend, having an argument with a teacher or parent), they have a habit of irrationally concluding:
"This shows that I'm no good. | must be a real loser ands will always be a loser." Negative self talk.

Self-acceptance as a Habit of the Mind refers to the extent that a child can separate their own actions and behaviours from their
own judgements of self- worth and can accept themselves even in the face of lack of achievement and disapproval or rejection from
others. They accept themselves unconditionally withouthavi ng t o prove themsel ves. AEven
