2009 has been a year of immense challenges and outstanding achievements – two showcases of 
excellence awards, track & field team success, individual successes by students, wins in the Maths 
Tournament and finalists in the ABC Flame Awards. 
 
However, this week with the publication of the Year 3/5/7 NAPLAN Tests Results our school community 
should be its proudest.  As one of the Top 5 primary schools in the State our school can celebrate this 
achievement together.   
 
The combination of happy and capable students who are eager to learn and to ‘have a go’, extremely 

professional, competent and caring teachers, with a supportive parent and community who have high expectations and are prepared 
to be part of the learning experience, our school has, for the second year now, been recognised as an extremely high performing 
school. 
 
This year in all but two aspects of literacy and numeracy from Year 3 to Year 7 100% of our students performed above the National 
Benchmarks.  In the two areas where this was not the case Year 3 achieved 98.3% above the National Benchmarks in grammar and 
punctuation and Year 7 writing was 97.7% above the National Benchmarks.  Year 5s achieved 100% above the benchmarks in all 
aspects of both the literacy and numeracy tests. 
 
Saturday’s, yesterday’s and today’s Courier Mail highlights the significant role, you as parents play in this achievement.  Your 
participation in the classroom, your demonstrated interest in your students learning, your involvement and support in every aspect of 
our school has again demonstrated the link between demonstrated parental involvement in schools and student successes. 
 
Congratulations and thank you Hilder Road School community. 
 
CARNIVAL 
Reflecting the community support of our school, the Carnival weekend with the movie night, setting up on Saturday, Sunday’s 
Carnival and clean up was a huge success.  Current and past parents, students, teachers enjoyed the beautiful spring weather and 
all the fun of the Carnival. 
 
It was a really happy and cooperative group of helpers, stall convenors and workers who made it all possible.  Our P&C Association, 
the Fundraising group and the ever imaginative Carnival Committee deserve all the accolades.  The Carnival Convenor, Tamara 
Paterson has again created a wonderful experience for all who attended.  Thank you Tamara, Carnival Committee and all the 
wonderful helpers (and customers) who have not only hosted great community events but also raised money for our school. 
 
Building Education Revolution  
All the trappings of the Carnival had not yet disappeared and surveyors working on the site for our All Purpose Hall and Cybrary 
extensions were on site.  It has begun! 
 
Geoff Bird, our P&C President and I will meet with the Project Manager again this Friday afternoon to sign off on initial planning.  A 
period of community consultation will follow where parents and teachers will have the opportunity to look at the plans and comment.  
The timeline is extremely short, as it is hoped to commence work early in 2010. 
 
Yesterday, Pelu Veikoso and I visited Mitchelton State School which has a hall of similar design.  Our designs so far included a large 
kitchen with servery, inside and outside toilets, a foyer, stage and space suitable for 550 people.  Specifications are still to be 
finalised – but we’re excited! 
 
As usual I will keep you informed via the newsletters. 
 
Year 3 Playground / New Classrooms 
I am fully aware that our Year 3 and 4 playground area is an area still in need of restoration.  The siting of the BER buildings, the 
siting of another new double teaching space, a new survey for the Year 3 / 4 area have all had to be done prior to the 
commencement  of this work.  This week our Facilities Manager visited the school to discuss 2010 enrolments, capacity versus 
spaces and additional improvements.  The surveying and planning of the playground area are complete and funding is in the school. 
 
Over the holidays I will meet with the landscape architect to look at dates for work to commence on the area. 
 
Prep Enhancements 
We have also received an additional amount of funding to enhance either the internal / external structures in Block 1.  In consultation 
with the prep teachers a decision between the two possibilities will also be made shortly. 
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Cybrary Extension  
The extension to the Cybrary will be in the form of a technology room where explicit teaching, aided by the latest technology and 
design configuration will take place. 
 
Again, once this design is completed a period of consultation will also take place.  We are looking forward to sharing all of these 
proposals with you, once received. 
 
Teaching and Learning 
Throughout this year, our teachers have focussed on their ‘core business’ – teaching and learning.  There are many distractions, 
even on a daily basis.  This term the Literacy and First Steps Numeracy Training days have added to the days out by teachers but 
the benefits will be seen in our students’ learning. 
 
This week Amanda and I attended a workshop around the new data analysis tool which will be used to understand the teaching 
implications of our NAPLAN data.  I will also be at Sippy Downs Sunshine Coast University on Thursday and Friday learning more 
about laptop programs and other ‘e’ learning initiatives that will assist our 2010 with 20 / 20 vision. 
 
GRIPPS 
After the meeting this morning Amanda and I dropped in to see the students at GRIPPS.  What an outstanding opportunity for our 
instrumental students!  With master classes, teachers and conductors from our local state schools, from the Conservatorium of 
Music and the University of Queensland the concert should be wonderful.  Thank you to Nadine, Rhonda and Pelu for your 
outstanding work with music in 2009! 
 
Mathletics 
Another great week for Mathletics with Silver Awards  going to Katherine Pullos, Antonia Powell, Gabrielle Madden, Connor Riley, 
Nixie Loukas, Elvin Pulini and Gold Awards  will be presented to Ebonee Deakes, Abi Nettle, Sam Walker.  Well done to all 
students, not only this week but for your fine efforts throughout the year.  Your enthusiasm for Mathletics is clearly illustrated in our 
NAPLAN results where our performance doubled in the upper levels in Year 3, 5 & 7. 
 
Reading Friends 
A big congratulations and thank you to our reading friends and reading buddies who have worked three mornings a week before 
school to improve reading.   
 
 
National Maths Competition Results 
Last week I mentioned the group of students from Years 6 & 7 who have performed so credibly in the Australian maths competition.  
Of the 20 participants 9 received credit while Lachlan Paterson, Shaun Morison, Liam Chester, Jacob DeJager Smith, Natasha 
McGowan, Millie Mayall Vandervelde, Nick Richardson, Harry Parker, Cassie Gilmour, Brooke Rankin received distinctions and 
Dean Mc Leod with a score of 100 was awarded a High Distinction.  Shaun Morison was only one mark off a High Distinction.  
Congratulations to all the Year 6s & 7s and thank you to Mr Rigby for your coaching of the students. 
 
Holidays 
It has been a very eventful term with many outstanding credits to the students and staff of Hilder Road State School.  Thank you 
everyone for a great term.  As I will be at the Sippy Downs Conference tomorrow and Friday I would like to take this opportunity to 
wish you all a safe and happy holiday.
