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PRINCIPAL'S NEWS

Welcome back to a tremendously exciting Term 4. With swimming, interschool sport, swimming carnivals,
music competitions, Hilder Harmonies, Carols by Candlelight, Year 7 Graduation, a Movie Night on the
oval, Prep celebrations, Jump Rope for Heart and Prep 2010 visits, our community has a lot to look
forward to.

In addition to these usual Term 4 events, this year to commemorate the November storms of 2008 and to
celebrate all that our community has achieved in restoration since then, on November 16 we will conduct
a “Healing Day”. The specifics of the day are yet to be finalised, but one of the activities will involve
planting trees for our future, a commemoration structure of some sort, a community breakfast to name a
few.

The tree planting will be in accordance with the Master Plan developed by landscape architect Prue Walsh, so her advice regarding
the types and size of trees will be obtained. | know that throughout this year many parents have asked me about donating trees to
the school. However, it is vital that this is done under advice. | will inform the school community as soon as we have specific details.

At the next P&C Meeting on Monday 12" October these will be ready for discussion, so if you would like to be involved please come
along.

Facilities

Also up for discussion at the next P&C Meeting will be preliminary designs for our Multi-Purpose Hall and the extension to our
Cybrary. Over the holidays these were negotiated with our project team from Baulderstone as part of our Building Education
Revolution (BER) funding of $2.5 million.

Plans for the Year 3/4 play area are underway with guidance from Prue Walsh and further work to repair the boundary and tennis
court fences will also occur.

Thanks to the support of Kate Jones, our State Member, external painting of block 5 will commence this Friday. Landscaping
around Block 5 will also be enhanced from the Federal Government’s National School Pride (NSP) funding, which amounts to
$125,000. I'm told this funding will mostly be used to remodel and furnish our classrooms.

Another double classroom space is also required for the start of the 2010 year, so if you see me in a ‘hard hat’ this term, you will
understand!

2010 with 2020 Vision

Over the next fortnight staff will finalise their findings regarding our areas of investigation for 2010. Literacy, Numeracy, Facilities —
internal and external, our Supportive School Environment, Curriculum, Chinese and Music have all been our focus. Culminating in a
report sharing afternoon next Thursday and the following Pupil Free Monday, a revised vision for Hilder Road State School will be
developed. This will also be tabled at the P&C Meeting on the 12" October.

Thank you to all those parents who have responded to questionnaires and surveys as part of this process.

Staffing
For the next two weeks | am ‘flying solo’ in the office with Amanda enjoying well earned long service leave in Japan with her family.
The 10 days funding usually allocated for her replacement will be used to support our hard working staff throughout this term.

Noela will work 2 days per week as an internal relief teacher (using some of those 10 days). Welcome back to Josh Donellan who
again is assisting in Year 2S.

Mary Crombie our Guidance Officer will take off in week 3 for some adventurous long service leave and will be away for the
remainder of the term. She will be replaced by Laurie Lawler who was with us in Term 1 this year.

Year 3,5 & 7 Tests Results

Today Year 3, 5 & 7 have received a copy of their personal test results. If you have any particular enquiries regarding your child’s
report, please discuss this with the classroom teacher in the first instance. Our school was one of the highest performing schools in
the State and this week we received letters of congratulations from the Premier, the Minister of Education and our State Member
Kate Jones. The professionalism of our teachers and your support of your child’s education are outstanding characteristics of our
school. Our staff will be analysing this data to inform our future practices.
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To continue to support parent’s involvement with Literacy and Numeracy education, this week the Premier and Minister for
Education and Training launched an information kit for parents and carers. It includes fact sheets and activity cards for students
from Prep to Year 12. The kit is available to all Queenslanders online and | encourage parents and carers to use it to support their
child’s Literacy and Numeracy development at home.

Professional Development

Term 4 sees Literacy Training for our teachers continue with Prep, Year 3, Year 4 and specialist teachers the next to participate in a
five day course. Our Year 4 teachers will also participate in a Negotiated Curriculum Workshop, while our Teacher Librarian will
attend three different workshops around Libraries of the 21% Century (this will complement our 2020 Vision and the two day
Principal’s Practicum | attended last term at the Sunshine Coast University’s Innovation and Technology Centre.)

This term | will be a consulting Principal for our State and Region around the AEDI (which was conducted with our Preppies last
June) the Early Childhood Federal Agenda and the Regions Building Leadership Capacity Strategy. Having a staff so committed to
improving their pedagogy and supporting their colleagues to do the same, is one of the attributes of high performing schools and
again thank you for your support of this.
