Ian Lillico Seminar 
 “Ian Lillico is an educational consultant, former school Principal in Western Australia and father of three 

sons. He has researched gender employment patterns, boys' education and sociological rearing and working patterns for young 
males around the world over the last 13 years. He is a Churchill Fellow 2000 and is a member of the Australian and Commonwealth 
Council of Educational Administration.” 
 
Last Wednesday, 21 October Brendan Stock and I had the privilege of attending a stimulating seminar by Ian Lillico. His 
presentation highlighted how boys learn differently to girls. He gave lots of practical ideas and strategies which can be used by 
teachers and parents. Ian has a website http://www.boysforward.com/ which contains a section on 50 ways to improve your child’s 
attention span and behaviour without drugs. The suggestions included provide a balanced breakfast, limit TV and video games, 
teach self talk skills, find out what interests your child, discover your child’s personal learning style, provide opportunities for 
physical movement, enhance your child’s self esteem, activate positive career aspirations, teach your child physical relaxation 
techniques, provide positive role models, spend positive times together, provide hands on activities, use touch to sooth and calm, 
help your child with organisational skills, help your child appreciate the value of personal effort and establish consistent rules, 
routines and transitions.  
Ian warned about the dangers of bullying including cyber bullying and the importance of children reporting incidents to stop the 
bullying behaviour. He highly recommended praising boys in a descriptive way instead of “well done”. 

 
“Boys and males often react negatively or awkwardly to praise unless it is done carefully. The best type of praise for males 
(particularly young ones) is called descriptive praise. With descriptive praise  you describe with appreciation what you feel and 
what you see; and the boy can then praise himself. For example: “I see you have made your bed, tidied your bookcase and cleared 
the floor – it is a pleasure to walk into your room”. 
 
This type of praise is lasting as phrases like “well done” or “good boy” are not lasting and can easily be taken away  on the next 
occurrence. We tend to give many throw away phrases to boys that are not lasting and have little impact. When you comment on 
good work completed and describe what they have done with appreciation the skills etc become stored in their bank of skills and 
attributes and build up their confidence. Furthermore private praise is far more effective these days rather than public praise which 
often embarrasses young males in particular.”
