Remembrance Day

Professional Development 
Both Paul Clifton and Jayne Metcalfe have been involved in a coaching project within the school.  They 
have teamed up with Teacher Aides Kellie Richardson and Jo Akom to further develop their skills around 
supporting students in Literacy.  Their exceptional skills and willingness to share have been of benefit to 

both Teacher Aides and students.  
 
Elaine Tibbles and Paul Clifton have also been engaged in intensive training around the concept of Number in mathematics.  Mrs 
Tibbles and Mr Clifton are preparing resources and a program of workshops for all of our teachers.  This will see them present over 
27 hours of mathematics Professional Development for our teachers in the first six months of 2010.  In Semester 2, they will be 
presenting these workshops to the teachers in the Mt Coot-tha Cluster of schools. This is a huge undertaking and we thank them for 
their professionalism and dedication. 
 
This term has also seen our specialist teachers, Mr Dwyer, Mrs Li and Mr Veikoso, participate in five days of Literacy Training 
provided by Education Queensland.  Specialist teachers are encouraged to investigate the literacy demands of their Key Learning 
Area and plan for successful interactions to occur.  Currently Ms Roberts, Ms Spies, Mr Collins and Mrs Toivanen are also 
undertaking this training. 
 
Report Cards 
Report cards will be sent home in the last week of the term.  Unfortunately, we will not be able to supply any Report Cards earlier 
than this time.  If you will be away in the final week of school, please let your child’s class teacher know and the Report Card can be 
sent to your home or held at the office until 2010 for you.
