Home Reading

So how is home reading going in your family? Do you regularly read aloud to your child/ren? It is a crucial
part of every child’s development and a beautiful time to spend each day with each child.

Renowned Australian author, Mem Fox, is an advocate for parents reading aloud tho their children and has
come up with Ten Commandments for reading aloud.

Mem Fox’s Ten Read Aloud Commandments

1. Spend at least ten wildly happy minutes every single day reading aloud.

2. Read at least three stories a day: it may be the same story three times. Children need to hear a thousand
stories before they can begin to learn to read.

3. Read aloud with animation. Listen to your own voice and don'’t be dull, or flat, or boring. Hang loose and be loud, have fun and
laugh a lot.

4. Read with joy and enjoyment: real enjoyment for yourself and great joy for the listeners.

5. Read the stories that the kids love, over and over and over again, and always read in the same ‘tune’ for each book: i.e. with the
same intonations on each page, each time.

6. Let children hear lots of language by talking to them constantly about the pictures, or anything else connected to the book; or
sing any old song that you can remember; or say nursery rhymes in a bouncy way; or be noisy together doing clapping games.

7. Look for rhyme, rhythm or repetition in books for young children, and make sure the books are really short.

8. Play games with the things that you and the child can see on the page, such as letting kids finish rhymes, and finding the letters
that start the child’s name and yours, remembering that it's never work, it's always a fabulous game.

9. Never ever teach reading, or get tense around books.

10. Please read aloud every day, mums and dads, because you just love being with your child, not because it's the right thing to do.

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CHAPLAINCY NEWS

Whether faced with small scale set-backs, like your favourite football team having a bad season or extremely threatening situations
like being hit by natural disasters we all have to learn to pick ourselves up and get on with life. Dr Karen Reivich co author of The
Optimistic Child lists seven ‘Learnable’ skills of resilience.

1. Emotion awareness or regulation - This is the ability to identify what you are feelings and, when necessary, the ability to control
your feelings.

2. Impulse control - Resilient people are able to tolerate uncertainty so they don'’t rush to make decisions. They think things through
before acting.

3. Optimism - Realistic optimism is important. People who are blindly optimistic who, for example, stick their heads in the sand, do
not have a brand of optimism which facilitates problem solving: in fact it, interferes with it. So for optimism to help resilience, it
needs to be ‘wed to reality’.

4. Casual Analysis - This means the ability to look at problems from many perspectives and consider many factors.

5. Empathy - Empathy is the ability to read and understand the emotions of others. This is important for resilience for two reasons:
first, it helps build relationships with others and then this gives social support.

6. Self-efficacy - This is confidence in your ability to solve problems. This is partly about knowing what your strengths and
weaknesses are and relying on your strengths to cope.

7. Reaching out - By this Reivich means being prepared to take appropriate risk. People who score high on resilience are willing to
try things and think failure is a part of life.

Everything on this list can be improved by people who are able to put their minds to making a change in their lives.

CARNIVAL REQUESTS

Jam

We have lots and lots of beautiful farm fresh cumquats available courtesy of the Tibbles family. Please see below a delicious recipe
for cumquat jam. If you are interested in making some jam to sell at the carnival please contact the tuckshop for a bag (or two) of
cumquats, and some jars if you need them. If you have your own recipes for jam and would just like some small jars please call into
the tuckshop and collect some.

Cumquat Jam Recipe

Wash fruit. Cut cumquats in half cross-wise and remove seeds. Chop fruit in a food processor until fairly small. Weigh fruit and
cover with water in a bowl. Stand overnight. In the morning gently boil fruit and water for an hour. Add equal weight of sugar for
weight of fruit and boil for a further % hour or until it gels on cold plate (from fridge). Stir in a little butter to get rid of the froth. Put
into sterilised jars immediately (preferably those with a vacuum seal lid) and cover with a double layer of plastic wrap then screw
down tightly to form a seal.

Jars - In preparation of our carnival we are requesting clean jars.

Books - Our Book Coordinator is requesting any books, DVDs, videos or music cds that you no longer need. If you are able to
donate any of the above items would you please drop them off in the teacher aide’s room.
